Fosdick used the geographical features of Palestine asa
starting point to describe the people, culture, economy, politics, etc. of the time. He was an astute observer and very
deep and sensitive thinker. His writing is easy to read, even for the modern reader, and paints word picturesin the
reader's mind while still imparting quite a bit of solid information (current population mix of different groups, etc.)
